
NETTO COMPENSATOR

The CAMBRIDCE Netto ComDensator converts a
Cambridge var iometer (or any other var iometer
which uses a 1 pint capacity) to read "netto", or the
vert ical  speed of the airmass through which the
sai lp lane is f  ly ing.

Especial ly useful  in the inter- thermal,  or cruise
phase of a f l ight,  or in wave-f ly ing, the Cambridge
Netto Compensator is designed to function with a
Cambridge T.E. Probe. l t  can also funct ion sat isfac-
tor i lV with any other T.E. Probe (such as Al thaus,
Nicks, etc.), provided these are correctly calibrated
and instal led.

To eliminate the unwanted effects of gusts and tur-
bulence, a totally new two-stage filter is incor-
oorated within the uni t .  When this is used with a
speeded up Cambridge (Cambridges can be speeded up qui te s imply),  th is resul ts in an unequal led
smooth and fast  airmass (netto) indicat ion on your Cambridge Variometer.  Such an indicat ion is in-
dependent of  the performance of the sai lp lane, being the vert ical  mot ion of  the air  through which the
sai lp lane is f  ly ing.
